Records:.

· Clear Lake (#3 Radio Iowa) is 2-0 overall after last week’s 10-6 win over New Hampton. The Lions finished 2008 with a 12-1 overall record and finished 7-0 in Class 3A District 2. The Lions made the semifinal round of the playoffs for the fifth time in school history, losing to eventual state champion Bishop Heelan of Sioux City 27-7.  Clear Lake is one of ten schools that have made 11 or more straight playoff appearances in the history of the playoffs, and are one of five teams that have a current streak of at least 10 playoff appearances. 
· Algona (not rated) is 1-1 overall after last week’s 21-13 win at home against Humboldt. Algona last year finished 5-5, being 3-4 in Class 3A’s District 2, losing to Carroll 35-0 in the substate round. Algona is a four-time playoff qualifier, last making it in the 2004 season
Series History: This year’s game marks the 76th renewal of the rivalry between the Lions and the Bulldogs. It’s the second-longest rivalry for Clear Lake (Forest City-77 games through 2008). Clear Lake leads the overall series 46-27-2, having won the last four games in the series. The Lions are 25-19-2 in games played in Clear Lake. The Lions have won 12 of the last 13 games, dropping a 2004 non-district contest at Lions Field.      
Coaches:.

· Clear Lake head coach Fred Wieck is in his 22nd season as head coach at Clear Lake. Wieck is 163-57 at Clear Lake (1988-present) and 220-83 overall (31st season). Wieck has taken teams to the playoffs thirteen times, including twelve Clear Lake teams. He won the state championship with Clear Lake in 2000, and won with Garwin GMG in 1987, being one of only three coaches in history to win state championships at two different schools, joined by Ken Winkler at Treynor (1979) and West Marshall (1999), & Gary Swenson at Spencer (1994) and West Des Moines Valley (2002). Wieck currently sits alone in 27th place on the all-time Iowa coaches wins list, and sits alone in the #14 spot among the active coaches on the wins list (he broke ties for those same spots with last week’s win). 

· Algona coach Mike Weier is in his fifth season as the head Bulldog. Weier replaced Clear Lake alum Brad Heitland, who retired in 2004 after 23 seasons. Weier was an assistant for three years under Heitland before assuming the helm. Weier is 16-21 heading into Friday night’s game      

Homecoming: Clear Lake holds a 44-23-2 record on their homecoming. Clear Lake’s first Homecoming game was held in 1939, and no game was designated in 1943 due to World War Two. Clear Lake is 2-1 against Charles City in homecoming games in Clear Lake, with the only loss coming in a 47-13 contest back in 1997.
