· Clear Lake (#4 Radio Iowa) is 1-0 overall after last week’s 42-0 win over Humboldt. The Lions finished 2008 with a 12-1 overall record and finished 7-0 in Class 3A District 2. The Lions made the semifinal round of the playoffs for the fifth time in school history, losing to eventual state champion Bishop Heelan of Sioux City 27-7.  Clear Lake is one of ten schools that have made 11 or more straight playoff appearances in the history of the playoffs, and are one of five teams that have a current streak of at least 10 playoff appearances. 
· New Hampton (not rated) is 0-1 overall after last week’s 32-14 loss to North Fayette. New Hampton last year finished 6-5, being 4-3 in Class 3A’s District 3, losing to Crestwood 21-10 in the first round of the playoffs after beating Central DeWitt 15-6 in the substate round. New Hampton has qualified for the playoffs 13 times, winning the 1999 Class 3A Championship. 
Series History: After the Lions’ thrilling 13-9 win last year at New Hampton, Clear Lake leads the series with a 12-6 record, winning the last nine contests (1999-2003, 2006-08) including a win in the first round of the Class 3A playoffs in 2000. Clear Lake is 5-4 in the series at Lions Field. 
Coaches:.

· Clear Lake head coach Fred Wieck is in his 22nd season as head coach at Clear Lake. Wieck is 162-57 at Clear Lake (1988-present) and 219-83 overall (31st season). Wieck has taken teams to the playoffs thirteen times, including twelve Clear Lake teams. He won the state championship with Clear Lake in 2000, and won with Garwin GMG in 1987, being one of only three coaches in history to win state championships at two different schools, joined by Ken Winkler at Treynor (1979) and West Marshall (1999), & Gary Swenson at Spencer (1994) and West Des Moines Valley (2002). Wieck currently sits in a tie for 27th place on the all-time Iowa coaches wins list, and sits in a tie in the #14 spot among the active coaches on the wins list. 

· New Hampton coach Scott Frerichs has taken New Hampton to the playoffs ten times, including the 1999 championship team.
